It lies
approximately three miles northeast of Aylesbury town centre, six miles southwest of
Leighton Buzzard, and about fifteen miles from Milton Keynes. Major road links such
as the A41and A505 are within easy reach, and the M1 can be accessed via Leighton

Buzzard.

Transport to the area is mainly by car, as public transport is limited in this rural
location. The nearest train stations are Aylesbury, around a ten-minute drive away,
offering services to London Marylebone, and Leighton Buzzard, about twenty minutes

by car, with fast links to London Euston.

Hulcott itself is a very small village with minimal amenities. Most local services
including supermarkets, shops, restaurants, schools, and healthcare are available in
nearby Aylesbury.
